STEP 01

Switch off power at the main electrical panel before 
installation. Ensure the electrical connection point is 

properly installed and secured.

STEP 02

Attach the mounting plate to the ceiling junction box 
using the provided screws (Part A).

STEP 03

Connect black to black (line/hot), white to neutral, 
and green or bare to ground using UL-listed wire 
connectors. Ensure connections are secure and 

insulated.

STEP 04

Attach the canopy to the mounting plate and secure 
it with the provided hardware (Part D). 

STEP 05

Insert the four included LED bulbs (Part F).

STEP 06

Position the glass diffuser by slightly tilting it into 
place, then secure it by screwing it with the fixing 

ball onto the threaded rod provided.
